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Introduction

The global security environment continued to remain grim during 2016-
17. Prolonged conflicts, political discord, terrorism, refugee flows and
inter-state tensions affected global economic prospects in varying
degrees and led to political turmoil. This, feeding off the sluggishness in
the world economy resulted in slower growth, leading to reduced flow of
people, capital and trade. Weak forecasts for oil exporting countries,
extended recession in Latin American nations and weaker growth
trajectories in Africa and other low-income nations were concurrent
fallouts. While emerging economies like India, China, Indonesia,
Malaysia, Philippines, Thailand and Vietnam retained their growth
figures to an extent, the overall frostiness in the global economy
impacted them as well.

Terrorism continued to dominate the discourse throughout the year, with
attacks in Europe carried out by radicalised individual citizens or
refugees from West Asian countries. Terrorists continued to innovate,
with the latest modus operandi being foreign individual terrorists driving
a heavy vehicle at high speed through crowded thoroughfares and public
places, mowing down unsuspecting pedestrians. While internationally
there was greater movement towards cooperating on terrorism including
sharing of intelligence and information, the threat of lone wolves
continued to cast a shadow.

This global outlook led to varying political fallouts in different parts of
the world. There was a marked growth of right-wing populist,
Eurosceptic, anti-immigrant, anti-Muslim and anti-austerity sentiment
in Europe and rise in aggressive nationalist proclivities with
corresponding support for authoritarian leadership worldwide. Given the
fluidity of the global economy, defence allocations continued to plateau,

though there was net growth in real terms. In 2016, as per SIPRI

estimates, military spending increased only in Asia and Oceania, Europe
and North America. On an average, Asian states had 5.5 percent growth
in defence allocation for the period 2012-16. With conflict persisting on
Ukraine's eastern border and continued Russian military assertiveness,
defence budgets of NATO countries for 2016 witnessed a modest hike.
President Trump's decision to move out of the Trans-Pacific Partnership
in January 2017 was a setback for American allies in the Pacific region.
As the year progressed, President Trump appeared to be amenable to the
advice of his generals as he decided against implementing a campaign
promise to pull out of Afghanistan. At home, he was unable to bring the
US and Russia closer.

West Asia continued to be in the grip of violence, with Western attempts
at regime change failing. Ironically, while the US has been the principal
accused in fostering the rise of ISIS, it, along with Russia found itself
battling the same menace. Turkey turned decisively against ISIS, while
the Russian military presence in Syria signified the re-emergence of
Russia's role in West Asia as a principal player. Iran and its ally the
Hezbollah were similarly engaged in rooting out Sunni rebels in Syria,
while the Hezbollah continued with its hybrid war in Lebanon. The
region overall faced tremendous death and destruction, causing
migration of populations to Europe and further strengthening
Islamophobia in the home populations, with attendant consequences.
While Iraq was able to re-establish control over Mosul and Kirkuk, in
Yemen, the inconclusive proxy war raged without a decision for either

side, with both claiming victory.
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While Latin American countries faced deepening recession, the peace
agreement in Colombia between the Marxist FARC rebels and the
government was concluded in June 2016. Relief over this was quickly
dispelled as the agreement was rejected in a national referendum, and
renegotiated in November. The issue of disarming the rebels and their

rehabilitation, remains as always the gravest challenge.

The world witnessed China's efforts to shift focus purely from national
defence towards developing capability to operate in a high-threat
environment. It continued to dominate maritime activity in the South
China Sea and rejected outright the International Tribunal's ruling that it
had violated international law in its dealings with the Philippines over the
Scarborough Shoals dispute, by citing its earlier claims to the Islands
from ancient times. Later in 2017, with an aboutface by the Philippines
over relations with China, there is apprehension that China has
concluded that it will be able to overcome negative world opinion arising
from similar disputes.

China continued with its anti-piracy patrols in the Indian Ocean. Later in
2017, it formally opened a naval base on the Western tip of the Indian
Ocean at Djibouti. Growing Chinese assertiveness overall in the Indo-
Pacific has caused apprehensions about its intentions and resulted in
closer security dialogues between key nations — Japan, Australia, India,
Vietnam, Singapore, and Indonesia. Notably, all these nations have an
ongoing security dialogue with the US as well. North Korea's continued
missile testing led to deployment of American THAAD (Terminal High
Altitude Air Defense System) launchers in South Korea, causing a fierce
outcry from China, and raising the stakes for all.

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South Asia continued to remain mired in strife. The year witnessed a

spurt in terrorist incidents in the Pak-Afghan region, despite continuing
military operations in the tribal areas. The Tehrik-e-Taliban Pakistan
(TTP) and its allies carried out several high-profile attacks, targeting
minority Shias and the military. In Afghanistan, the Taliban launched
'Operation Mansouri', its Spring Offensive, in April 2017, while calling
for the withdrawal of all foreign troops as a precondition for dialogue.
Sensing US reluctance to get further involved in Afghanistan and an
emerging threat from Jihadist forces towards its underbelly, Russia
surfaced as a major player on the scene, and in concert with Pakistan and
China, actively tried to forge a consensus between the Taliban and
Afghanistan, which as March 2017 ended, did not seem to be succeeding.
Closer home, post-conflict transition processes towards democracy in
Nepal and Sri Lanka moved forward, at different paces. The common
factor was the inability or reluctance to fully accommodate aspirations of
minorities in power-sharing and nation-building. Sri Lanka faced the
grim reality of dealing with China economically on the latter's terms,
after the failure of the Hambantota Port project. Bangladesh too seems to
have been offered somewhat similar terms for Chinese loans, as part of
the agreements worth US § 25 billion signed with China in October 2016.
As the above summary indicates, India will require innovative and
adaptive strategies involving capacity-building on multiple fronts, to
deal with the current and emerging security and foreign policy

challenges in the future.
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ACTIVITIES OF THE CENTRES

There are 13 Centres in IDSA with their focus on area studies and
thematic issues. The research agenda of IDSA, as a whole, is decided by
the Executive Council with inputs from Ministry of Defence, Ministry of
External Affairs, Ministry of Home Affairs and other government
departments and institutions from time to time. It is executed by different
Centres. The scholars associated with the Centres have their individual
research projects, which are reviewed and monitored by the research

faculty associated with the Centres and the Director General.

A brief account of the activities of different Centres for the year 2016, is

provided below.

Africa, Latin America, Caribbean and UN (ALACUN) Centre

During the past year, the ALACUN Centre continued to monitor and
analyse developments on the African continent, India-Latin America
relations, and relevant United Nations activities that impact the areas
under study. The Centre continued with the publication of a quarterly
newsletter on Africa, Africa Trends. The newsletter aims to provide
readers with reviews and analysis of significant and strategic
developments taking place in African countries that impact regional and
global security.

The Centre hosted several activities during this period, including talks by
Mr. Barnaby Dye, University of Oxford on “India-Africa Relations” on
April 8, 2016, by Shri Amar Sinha, Secretary, Economic Relations,
Ministry of External Affairs, on “India's Approach to Africa: What is
New?” on August 23, 2016, by Dr Sanjay Badri-Maharaj, Defence
Analyst and Attorney-at-Law, Trinidad and Tobago on “Emerging Jihadi
Threat in the Caribbean Region” on September 6, 2016, by Dr. Alex

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Vines, Chatham House, London, on “Africa to 2025: Threats and
Opportunities” on September 27, 2016, by Dr. Shafick Osman, Director,
Research and Studies Ltd and Former Head and Founder of School of

Geopolitics, Université des Mascareignes, Mauritius, on “Geopolitics of

the Indian Ocean Region: An Overview” on November 11,2016.

The Centre hosted interactions with a delegation from the Royal Military
Education College of Morocco on June 1, 2016 and with a delegation
from the Tanzanian National Defence College on June 8, 2016. The
Centre also organised two Round Tables on “Partnering with Africa” and
“India's Relations with the Latin American and Caribbean Region:
Prospects and Constraints” on May 19, 2016 and August 22, 2016

respectively.

Defence Economics and Industry Centre

The Centre continued to work with policy makers and prepared its
research agenda accordingly during the year. At the request of MoD, the
Centre members prepared the Concept Note for the Study of Defence
Procurement Organisation in April 2016. The Centre arranged close
individual interactions with some of the major foreign Original
Equipment Manufacturers (OEMs) on facilitating OEM participation in
'Make in India' initiative in April-May 2016. Some of the senior officials
who visited IDSA included the Chief Executive of Lockheed Martin,
India, President, Aerospace, India-Honeywell, President, Boeing India,
Vice-President, Customer Business— Defence, Rolls-Royce, and

Country Head and Chairman, Saab India Technologies Private Limited.

The Centre made a presentation to the committee headed by Mr Vivek
Rae for setting up a Defence Procurement Organisation in the
Government of India in May 2016, and to the Head of the Judicial

Committee to look into the implementation of One-Rank-One-Pension

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(OROP) scheme for Ex-Servicemen in September 2016. A Round Table
on “Defence Budget 2017-18: Challenges”, was organized in December
2016.

A member of the Centre, Col. Kevin A. Desouza attended 'Aero India
2017" at Bangalore in February 2017 and interacted with OEMs and
Indian industry with a specific focus on transfer of defence technology to

India.

East Asia Centre

The primary objective of the Centre is to identify and assess the emerging
trends in East Asia, with a special focus on the defence and security
policies of China, Japan and South Korea. The Centre is currently
pursuing two key research projects— Japan's Defence Industrial Policy
Reforms, and India-Japan Security Cooperation— stressing on the
growing role of Japan in India's external policy. The Centre is also
engaged in regular monitoring and analysis of regional security issues of
East Asia, examining the complexities of bilateral relations between

China-Japan, China-Korea, and Japan-Korea relations in particular.

The scholars associated with the Centre are also undertaking research on
anumber of topics which have relevance for policy makers—Xi Jinping's
Chinese Dream and the linkages between China's domestic and foreign
policy; Missile Defence in China; PLA's modernization and China's
security strategy, China's Asia-Pacific outreach and their implications

for India.

The Centre's annual flagship publication East Asia Review (formerly
China Yearbook), a thematic study on China's Strategic Ambitions in

Asia (2016-17), is under process for publication. Recently, the Centre

published a thematic study on China's Transition under Xi Jinping
(2015-2016). In addition to these, the Centre co-published a book titled
India-China Relations: Politics of Resources, Identity and Authority in a
Multipolar World Order (2017) with Routledge. The Centre also

conducted a conference on India-Taiwan Relations and published an

edited volume on the theme. The scholars from the Centre also published
in refereed and peer-reviewed journals such as India Quarterly, Journal
of Defence Studies, and Strategic Analysis, and actively participated in
and delivered lectures at international fora, seminars, conferences and
symposiums.

The Centre is proactively engaged with IDSA's counterpart institutes in
East Asia, as part of IDSA's outreach programme. The Centre also
conducted Track II bilateral dialogues with Chinese, Japanese and

Korean think tanks during the year.

Europe and Eurasia Centre

During the year, the Europe and Eurasia Centre focussed on key
developments in this region covering Russia and the former Soviet
Republics. India entered the Eurasian grouping, Shanghai Cooperation
Organisation (SCO) along with Pakistan this year. Thus, the main area of
focus was Indian membership of the SCO, and bilateral relations
between India and Eurasian nations. The Centre made a significant
contribution towards the analysis of bilateral and regional trade
relationships with countries in the region through other multilateral
platforms like the European Economic Community (EEC) and BRICS
(Brazil-Russia-India-China-South Africa), promoting India's
engagement with Central Asia and Eurasia.

The scholars at the Centre analysed these contemporary issues in their
comments published on the IDSA website, Issue Briefs and Reports with
reference to India. The core issues were discussed and deliberated

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through various lectures, roundtables, media, seminars and conferences
atnational and international levels.

The Centre organised a number of talks and roundtable discussions with
eminent international scholars specialised on the area. A delegation from
the Centre for Analysis of Strategies and Technologies (CAST) led by
Director Ruslan Pukhov, visited IDSA for an interaction on “Current
State and Prospects of Russian-Indian Defence Cooperation” on
September 13, 2016. The main events included an IDSA-RISS Round
Table Discussion on “Second India-Russia Strategic Dialogue:
Strengthening Synergies”, on October 27, 2016. The Centre also
organised a talk on “Russia and Global Geopolitics” by Director
General, Russian International Affairs Council (RIAC), Andrey
Kortunov, on March 30, 2017. These interactions provided a common
platform for experts to share their views on various regional and

international issues.

Internal Security Centre

The Centre continued to focus on ethnic insurgencies in the Northeast,
Left-Wing Extremism (LWE), and challenges to border management.
The Centre members analysed and commented on various aspects of
these issues such as the Naga Framework Agreement, creation of seven
additional districts in Manipur, Manipur elections, border fencing along
the India-Myanmar border, the internal security budget 2017-18,
external linkages of the CPI (Maoist), the central marine police force and
public perception management against LWE. The Centre also published
a monograph titled, /llegal Migration from Bangladesh: Deportation,
Border Fences and Work Permits. A paper on the theoretical debates of
Counterinsurgency (COIN) and the growing complex challenges that
have confronted the traditional theorization of COIN was presented by
the visiting scholars associated with the Centre.

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The Centre was requested by the Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA) to

undertake three policy-oriented research projects on front organisations

in Left-Wing Extremism (LWE)-affected states, strengthening coastal
security, and the relief and rehabilitation of Kashmiri migrants. During
the course of the research work, the Centre organized roundtables and
scholars undertook field visits to Andhra Pradesh, Telangana,
Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, West Bengal and Jammu and Kashmir. The
roundtables helped in gaining insight and receiving feedback from the
stakeholders concerned and the field trips helped in gathering
information and gaining knowledge about the ground realities. The three
studies were duly submitted to the MHA.

As part of its outreach programme, the Centre hosted a delegation of the
Eastern Nagaland Peoples' Organisation (ENPO) led by Mr Toshi
Wungtung. The delegation presented their views on the situation along
the India-Myanmar border in Nagaland, particularly focusing on the
proposed border fencing by the Myanmar government in their area. The
Centre also organised a talk on “The Maoist Movement in Telangana-
Andhra Pradesh: Evolution and Current Status” by Mr K Srinivas Reddy,
Chief Editor, Telangana Today. He spoke on the present status of Left-
Wing Extremism (LWE) in India and the need for effective coordination
and preparedness of the police in combating LWE.

The Centre signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with the
Institute of Border Management Studies, Border Security Force (BSF) in
August 2016 for exchange of experts as well as joint studies on matters

related to internal security and border management.

Military Affairs Centre

The Centre published a number of Articles, Commentaries and Policy
Briefs besides publishing the Journal of Defence Studies on a regular

basis. These publications highlighted major defence-related issues that

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impacted national security policy. The Centre also published a book
titled, Even If A'int Broke Do Fix It: Enhancing Effectiveness Through
Military Change, the first book on the subject in India, dealing with the
process and challenges of managing change in the Indian Army. It
analyses the challenges in the context of both counterinsurgency (CI)
operations and conventional threats and the manner in which these have
been met.

A monograph titled, Culture, Context and Capability: American and
Indian Counterinsurgency Approaches was published by a visiting
scholar during her stay at IDSA. It examines American and Indian CI
experiences on the basis of historical context, organisational culture and
military capabilities. Keeping in view the increasing importance of
social media and its impact, a monograph titled, Social Media Challenge
to National Security: Impact and Opportunities---A Conceptual
Overview, was published, which assesses the manner in which
government agencies have dealt with this all-pervasive phenomenon and
analyses the potential of harnessing its inherent capability to employ it as
a force multiplier. Another monograph brought out by the Centre titled,
Human Resource Management in the Armed Forces, deals with the
transition of soldiers into their second careers, especially given the
relatively young age at which they retire. It made valuable policy
recommendations for improving the existing structures and
mechanisms. The challenge of best employing a vast talent pool of
retiring soldiers remains an area that can be taken up for societal and
individual benefit.

As part of the series of monographs on the Arthashastra, a monograph
titled, Understanding Dharma and Artha in Statecraft through
Kautilya's Arthashastra was published. It focusses on the centrality of
Dharma, as a foundation of political virtue or ethical and moral issues in
statecraft. Its significance is further reinforced as it regulates 'artha' in
Indian tradition. Another monograph titled, The Status of Jointness in

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Indian Security Apparatus, delves into the critical aspect of achieving

better cohesion between the three arms of the defence forces. It
reinforces the criticality of inter-services cooperation and economy of
effort as the central pillars of modern-day war fighting and suggests
structural measures to better achieve the same.

The Centre conducted a major research project on 'Defence Reforms'. A
series of roundtable discussions were organised as part of the project, on
the following themes: restructuring at the apex level, optimum
utilization of the defence budget, intelligence reforms and inter-
departmental coordination. Leading practitioners were invited to make
presentations on reforms recommended in their fields of expertise.
Based on the presentations and discussions, eminent experts were
requested to submit papers. These papers are under publication as an
edited volume.

The Centre organized a number of meetings and discussions on the
developments in Jammu and Kashmir, especially the impact of the
Indian Army's surgical strikes across the LoC in retaliation for the
terrorist attacks by Pakistan-sponsored terrorist organisations at several
military bases in 2015-16. Other events organized by the Centre included
lectures by eminent persons, talks by visiting scholars and book
discussions.

Members of the Centre travelled to several training establishments of the
armed forces for lectures and to participate in panel discussions on
important current issues. They also participated in various seminars

organized by other think tanks in India and abroad.

Non-Traditional Security (NTS) Centre

The Non-Traditional Security (NTS) Centre has been effectively
carrying out relevant research work related to non-traditional security

issues in the policy domain and disseminating information related to

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energy, water and climate change through talks, lectures and
conferences, both at the national and international level, as well as
through the writings of its members through numerous publications and
media appearances.

The scholars of the Centre produced books, monographs, edited
volumes, book chapters and research articles in peer reviewed journals
and magazines, as well as commentaries and opinion pieces in various
newspapers, on their areas of expertise. The scholars delivered lectures at
various fora, including at defence and security institutions. One of the
scholars of the Centre, Ms Shebonti Ray Dadwal, is a member of the
CSCAP Study Group on Energy Security.

The Centre published a book titled The Riverine Neighbourhood:
Hydro-politics in South Asia and an edited book The Modi Doctrine:
New Paradigms in India's Foreign Policy, in 2016. Dr. Uttam Kumar
Sinha is currently on the technical advisory board of the South Asia
Water Governance Programme and is a policy advisor at the
International Centre for Integrated Mountain Development (ICIMOD)
in Kathmandu. He is actively engaged in the Track II dialogue process
and was India's representative to the CSCAP Working Group on Water
Resources Security. He chaired the Working Group on Water Dispute
Resolution Mechanism of the Strategic Studies Network, National
Defense University (NDU), Washington DC.

The scholars of the Centre have also been actively engaging with
officials in relevant ministries on issues related to India's water security,

energy security, climate change and the Arctic region.

North America Centre

The Centre's activities during the year were mainly focussed on
analysing the progress on India-US relations in the context of the

changing political climate in the US. Special attention was given in the

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discussions in the Centre to President Donald Trump's election and the

impact of his decision to impose restrictions of US work visas on the
Indian workforce. Other changes brought about by the Trump
administration including withdrawal from TPP, scepticism about climate
change, internal differences over the nuclear deal with Iran and his
approach to Russia and China, were also discussed.

The Centre organised several interactions with visiting policymakers
and scholars, including speakers from the United States. A 17-member
US delegation of the CAPSTONE Class interacted with IDSA scholars
on the 'Future of India-US Relationship' on May 5, 2016. A US Army
Strategic Studies Group interacted with scholars of the Centre on the
upcoming international order, on November 16, 2016. Distinguished
Professor at the American University in Washington DC, Professor
Amitav Acharya spoke on 'The Challenge for an Asian Century:
Overcoming Chinese Dominance and Avoiding Europe's Past', at IDSA
on August 12, 2016. Senior Research Fellow, Asian Studies Centre, The
Heritage Foundation, Dr Lisa Curtis delivered a talk on 'Post-Trump US
Foreign Policy with Special Reference to South Asia' at IDSA, on
January 17,2017.

During his visit to Washington D.C. in January 2017, the Centre
Coordinator Dr. G. Balachandran, had extensive discussions with
scholars at various think tanks, Department of Defense and Commerce
on a variety of issues including India-US defence cooperation, export
controls, and related aspects of India-US bilateral cooperation, and
China's OBOR programmes including CPEC.

The scholars of the Centre contributed policy-related research articles to
books, journals, newspapers, etc. They also participated in various media
interactions and seminars on the above subjects relating to the United
States.

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Nuclear and Arms Control Centre

The Centre kept its focus on nuclear and arms control issues for research
and analysis. The members of the Centre continued with their individual
research projects, and published articles in news magazines and journals,
attended talk shows in television channels on strategic issues and
organised talks and roundtables at IDSA on relevant issues.

Dr Charles Ferguson, President, Federation of American Scientists,
Washington DC, discussed his projects on 'Potential Strategic Nuclear
Dynamics of Ballistic Missile Defense Systems' and 'Non-diversion of
Naval Nuclear Materials' with IDSA scholars on March 10, 2017. A
round table discussion with Mr Jarmo Sareva, Director, United Nations
Institute for Disarmament Research (UNIDIR) on the current issues on
the disarmament agenda was organised on February 16, 2017. Sameer
Lalwani, Deputy Director, South Asia Program, at the Stimson Center
and his colleagues Ms Hannah Haegeland and Mr Travis Wheeler spoke
in a roundtable on “Reevaluating the theory of 'Nuclear Emboldenment'
with Evidence from Pakistan” on December 9, 2016.

In coordination with the Indian Pugwash Society, the Centre organised a
lecture on “The Evolving Trajectory of India's Integrated Missile
Programme”, by Dr V. K. Saraswat, former Director General, Defence
Research and Development Organisation (DRDO) and the Scientific
Advisor to Raksha Mantri, on February 03, 2017. Another talk on
“India's Nuclear Energy Programme: A View from the Private Sector” by
Shri G. K. Pillai, Managing Director & CEO, Walchandnagar Industries,

Mumbai was organised on November 28, 2016.

South Asia Centre

The Centre focussed its research on the evolving security and strategic

environment in the South Asian neighbourhood. For the scholars of the

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Centre the research areas of interest included the rise of religious
extremism in the Pakistan-Afghanistan theatre, the dynamic of
radicalism and its impact on internal security in Pakistan, the approach of
the new government in Sri Lanka towards India, growing extremism in
Bangladesh, the interface of fundamentalism and democratic politics in
Maldives, the problems associated with Constitution-making in Nepal
and demand for change in constitutional status of Gilgit-Baltistan as the
fifth province of Pakistan.

The scholars of the Centre produced two books: one on multiparty
democracy in Maldives and the other on the role of media in promoting
regional integration in South Asia. The Centre members made several
contributions to newspapers (both English and vernacular), peer-
reviewed journals, IDSA Issue and Policy Briefs, online fora and
chapters in edited books. The themes were diverse, ranging from
cartographic assertion in Pakistan Occupied Kashmir (PoK), Nepal's
transit route negotiations with India, sub-regionalism in South Asia,
India and China in the region, India's search for transit to Central Asia
and Afghanistan through Iran, and the China-Pakistan Economic
Corridor (CPEC), to Operation Radd-ul-Fasaad in Pakistan, India's
response to the Uri attack, cancellation of the SAARC summit, and
illegal migration.

The Centre went ahead with the projects on Pakistan and Pakistan-
occupied Kashmir and produced monthly as well as weekly reports
which were shared with policymakers regularly throughout the year. The
scholars of the Centre also interfaced with the National Security Council
Secretariat and the Ministry of External Affairs on issues related to the
Indus Water Treaty and CPEC.

The Centre organized its annual South Asia Conference on the theme,
“Strengthening Connectivity in South Asia”, on March 28-29, 2017.

Eminent experts, academics and strategic analysts from the South Asian
region and Myanmar participated in the conference and discussed the

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issues and challenges inhibiting greater regional connectivity and
suggested measures to overcome them. The Centre hosted the inaugural
conference of the Government of Nepal's flagship 'Public Diplomacy'
programme, organised by the BP Koirala India-Nepal Foundation and
the Koan Advisory Group, New Delhi, on April 13,2016.

The Centre organised several interactive roundtables and lectures by
visiting scholars and dignitaries from the neighbourhood on internal
developments in their countries and contours of their bilateral
relationship with India. Prominent among them were Afghan President
Ashraf Ghani, Ambassador Bernard Goonetilleke of Sri Lanka and
Admiral Jayanath Colombage of the Pathfinder Foundation, Sri Lanka,
Dr Lisa Curtis, Senior Research Fellow, Asian Studies Centre, The
Heritage Foundation, Dr. Shaida Mohammad Abdali, Ambassador of the
Islamic Republic of Afghanistan, Andrew Small, Senior Transatlantic
Fellow with the Asia Program at the German Marshall Fund of the United
States, Air Chief Marshal K.A. Gunatilleke, Chief of Defence Staff, Sri
Lanka, and his delegation, Ambassador Shamsher Mobin Chowdhury,
former Foreign Secretary of Bangladesh, and Dr Christopher Snedden,
Professor at the Daniel K Inouye Asia-Pacific Center for Security
Studies, Honolulu, Hawaii.

The Centre also hosted visiting delegations of journalists, scholars and
experts from the region during the year. A Nepalese delegation visiting
India under the Asian Institute of Diplomacy and International Affairs-
OP Jindal Global University Youth Exchange Summit, discussed 'India-
Nepal Relations in a Changing Context' with IDSA scholars on June 23,
2016. Similarly, a team of 31 students of the Symbiosis School of
International Studies (SSIS) Pune, visited IDSA on February 22, 2017; a
14-member delegation of senior editors and journalists from Afghanistan
visited IDSA on April 26,2016, and a delegation of 15 Senior Editors and
Journalists from Sri Lanka visited on June 27,2016.

The members of the Centre actively participated in television
programmes and shared their perspectives on developments in the region
and their implications for India.
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Southeast Asia and Oceania Centre

The Centre had the 'Act East policy' as its priority area of research. The
Centre also studied and analysed the ongoing transition in Myanmar and
the role of external powers in the region. With India's growing strategic
reach, Australia's defence policy, as also the advancing threat of
terrorism were included in the Centre's research agenda.

India's strategic interests in the region, extending from Myanmar to the
Pacific Islands, continued to be the focus area for research. Issues
covered in IDSA publications included Terrorism (in Malaysia and
Myanmar), India's relations with Indonesia, India's Relations with
Thailand, India's Act East Policy, US Pivot strategy and Australia's
Defence White Paper, “The Significance of ADMM Plus” was published
as anon-IDSA publication (4sia Policy, Washington).

With a view to putting across the Indian perspective on regional and
global developments, the Centre continued to interact with visitors to
IDSA from the region. Thailand's National Security Council Secretariat
(NSCS) delegation visited IDSA on two occasions in 2016, on March 2,
and May 5, 2016. There were also two delegations from Indonesia
visiting IDSA—from the Indonesian Ministry of Defence on March 23
and from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs on May 24, 2016. A large
delegation from the 16th Class of the Defence Higher Course of the
Centre for Defence and Strategic Studies, (CDSS), Australia, also had an
interaction with the Centre members and faculty on June 20,2016.

The Centre also organized roundtables/talks with visiting scholars. An
independent analyst based in Singapore, Mr Ankur Gupta spoke on
'Singapore: An Outsider Looking in”, on December 22, 2016. Dr Sanjay
Badri-Maharaj, Visiting Fellow, gave a talk on 'South China Sea
Arbitration Award: Implications for the Future” on July 28, 2016. Dr
David Brewster, University of Melbourne, Australia, spoke on
“Prospects for India-Australia Cooperation in the Indian Ocean Region”
on September 9,2016.
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The Southeast Asia Centre actively participated in national and
international conferences. Dr Sampa Kundu participated in the
international conference on India-Vietnam bilateral relations hosted by
Ho Chi Minh National Academy of Politics, Hanoi, Vietnam on August
25, 2016. Dr Udai Bhanu Singh participated in a Conference on
“Cultural, Socio-economic Factors at the Time of King Thibaw and at
Present” organised at the National Museum, New Delhi, on December
18,2016.

Strategic Technologies Centre

The Centre organized a Training Programme (Strategic Orientation
Capsule) for the Air Force Officers, from March 20 to March 31, 2017.
These officers are designated for a one year training programme abroad.
Abook tilted Fifty Years of the Outer Space Treaty: Tracing the Journey,
edited by Gp Capt Ajey Lele (Retd) was published by Pentagon Press.
The Centre published issues of the CBW Magazine in June 2016 and
December 2016. The Centre is coordinating a project on Cyber Security,
sponsored by the Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology
(MietY).

West Asia Centre

The Centre focused on the ongoing process of transition, political
instability and security challenges facing the West Asian region during
the year. There was a special focus on security and foreign policy
challenges for India emerging from the regional turmoil in West Asia,
currently passing through a period of political upheaval and uncertainty.
The scholars of the Centre are engaged in research on specific issues such
as sectarian politics, terrorism, extremism and radicalisation, the
emergence of the Islamic State and its implications for the region and
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beyond; role of regional powers such as Saudi Arabia, Iran and Turkey;

India's relationship with the region etc.

Some of the specific issues taken up by the scholars in the Centre for their
research are: India and the unrest in the Arab world; India-Iran relations;
democratisation dilemma and challenges for Turkey; rise of the Islamic
State and its implications for India and ideological counter narratives and
strategic communications against jihadist radicalisation. Detailed
research was completed by the Centre members on “Infrastructure
Development in the Arabian Sea and Bay of Bengal: Geo-Strategic
Challenges and Opportunities for Cooperation™.

Like in the preceding years, the Centre continued to engage in bilateral
dialogue with the think tanks in the region. A delegation from IDSA
visited the Institute for Political and International Studies (IPIS), Tehran,
for bilateral dialogue and trilateral interaction between IDSA-IPIS and
the Afghan Institute of Strategic Studies (AISS) in September 24-25,
2016. The 12" IDSA-IPIS bilateral dialogue deliberated on the “Geo-
Strategic Dynamics in West Asia” and “India-Iran Cooperation:
Opportunities and Challenges”. Similarly, another bilateral dialogue was
held between the IDSA and the Begin-Sadat Center for Strategic Studies
(BESA) in Tel Aviv, on September 5, 2016. The IDSA delegation visited
Israel for the 10" Dialogue with BESA. The Dialogues focussed on
international and West Asian security as well as the evolving security
situation in South and Southeast Asia.

The Centre collaborated with the Delhi Policy Group (DPG) on a book
project on West Asia titled West Asia in Transition. In this regard, the
Centre invited paper contributors and hosted a peer review session for all
the papers. These sessions were held over three days during December
14-16,2016 and detailed discussions were held on a wide range of topics
covered under these projects. The Centre also organised a number of
talks and interactions with scholars and delegations visiting IDSA from
the region including countries such as Egypt, Israel, and Iran. Centre
members also published many articles in refereed journals in India and
abroad.

TRAINING

There is a growing demand on IDSA for converting its cutting
edge research into training courses. The Institute organized three
workshops/training programmes on national security issues for officers
of the Indian Air Force and Border Security Force. Enhancing the
Institute's capacity to handle the training courses will be in the interest of
the future growth of the Institute. The details of the training programmes
are at Annexure VIII.

SPECIAL PROJECTS

Several government agencies (National Security Council
Secretariat, Ministry of External Affairs, and Ministry of Information
Technology to name a few) have shown interest in involving the Institute
in various projects. The IDSA-MEA collaboration has grown over the
years. IDSA has been conducting the PoK project for the MEA for the last
several years and continued this year also. A project commissioned by the
Ministry of Information Technology on Global Regional and Domestic

The Institute organized high-profile conferences, Roundtables and
national seminars during the year. In all, five international conferences
and two national conferences was held. The 19" Asian Security
Conference was organised on the theme “Combating Terrorism:
Evolving as Asian Response” and the 10" South Asia Conference had the
theme “Strengthening Connectivity in South Asia”. Many of the
conferences were webcast around the world and attracted good
viewership. In addition, 69 Roundtables, 35 Special/Eminent Person's
Talks, two Bilateral Interactions and eight Special Interactions were held
on a series of topics. Details are at Annexure III. The above activities
provided an opportunity for close interaction with the strategic
community in India and abroad.

PUBLICATIONS

During the year, IDSA scholars published 10 books and eight
monographs. Apart from this, the Institute published six issues of
Strategic Analysis, four issues of the Journal of Defence Studies, two
issues of CBW Magazine, one Task Force Report, five Policy Briefs and
19 Issue Briefs. In addition, 63 articles were published by IDSA scholars
in various newspapers and magazines along with 54 Web Commentaries.
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The IDSA website got 33,68,234 page views during the year, on an
average of 2,80,686 page views per month.

Newsletters

Awide range of periodicals/newsletters/news digests were published
during the year. These included The Week in Review; PoK News Digest,
South Asia Trends, Africa Trends; Indian Ocean Watch, Insight
Southeast Asia, Pakistan News Digest and East Asia Monitor.

IDSALIBRARY AND INFORMATION RESOURCE DIVISION

IDSA Library

The IDSA Library and the Information Resource Division continued
to work to deliver high quality and innovative services. New
technologies for information dissemination were adopted in order to
make information accessible to scholars within the IDSA and outside.
The Institute continued to create more digital content and image content
on its Facebook Page and the Multimedia section.

The IDSA Library participated in the New Delhi World Book Fair

during the period under review. The Institute's participation in the New
Delhi World Book Fairbeganin2013.
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The Library supports the research community on a range of key areas
and makes an immeasurable contribution to the Institute. The Institute is
working with a growing network of partners from different institutions
and government organizations (Annexure VI).

AWARDS

Every year the Institute confers two awards, i.e. the K.
Subrahmanyam Award and the President's Award for Excellence. The K.
Subrahmanyam Award is conferred to an outstanding Indian
scholar/journalist and the President's Award for Excellence is conferred
to encourage the Institute's young scholars to write in reputed and
refereed journals. The Awards are conferred on the Institute's Foundation
Day, on November 11. Annexure XI contains the details of past
awardees.

GRANT-IN-AID TO IDSA

IDSA was sanctioned an amount of Rs.18,00,00,000/- as Grant-in-
Aid inRE2016-2017. Againstthis, an amount of Rs.17,13,00,000/- was
drawn from MoD (against approved BE 2016-17). The sanctioned RE
2016-17 also includes an amount of Rs.1,47,47,000/- provided for
arrears of Revised Pay on account of implementation of 7" CPC
recommendations in IDSA, payable only after receipt of MoD's
approval. Since the MoD's approval for the same was not received till
March 31,2017, asthe remaining amount of Rs.87,00,000/- (against
RE 2016-17) was not drawn from MoD and also an amount of
Rs.89,20,000/- as unspent Grant was refunded to MoD vide cheque
dated 31/03/2017, resulting in  the net Grant-in-aid of
Rs.16,23,80,000/- for the year 2016-17. Out of the said amount of
Rs.16,23,80,000/-, an amount of Rs.9,00,000/- was transferred to
the K Subrahmanyam Award Corpus fund as approved by the
Executive Council in its 158" Meeting held on February 20, 2016,
Rs.93,07,617/- was utilized for acquisition of Fixed Assets and the
remaining amount of Rs. 15,21,72,383/- was recognized as Income.
Further, out of the remaining amount, 64.70 per cent was utilized on
salaries, pensions and retirement benefits, 17.61 per cent on operational
and administrative expenses and 17.69 per cent on research-related
activities (excluding salary of scholars).

The Journal of Defence Studies (JDS) is a peer-reviewed research journal
with a special focus on the core issues of defence, and national security
and strategy. Launched as an annual publication in 2007, JDS is now
published as a quarterly. The journal seeks to encourage further research
on the core issues of defence and provides the latest perspectives on
defence-related issues. It serves as a platform for sharing research
findings and opinions of scholars working on defence-related issues,
both within the IDSA and outside. It contains a mix of research articles,
essays, topical commentaries, opinion pieces and book reviews. Special
issues are also published periodically; some important themes that have
recently been covered in such issues include 1962 India-China War,
Ethics and Morals in the Armed Forces, and the 1965 India-Pakistan War.
Four general issues of JDS were published during the year in review. The
April-June 2016 (Vol. 10, No. 2) issue included articles on equilibrium
in higher defence organisation, countering radicalisation, and situating
the Arthashastra in international relations. It also carried a perspective on
the reorganisation of defence outlay for FY 2016-17, a commentary on
the Australian Defence White Paper of 2016, and a review essay on the
1965 India-Pakistan War, along with book reviews.

The July-September 2016 (Vol. 10, No. 3) issue included research
articles on the Chinese maritime militia; India's growing importance in
Japan's geo-strategic outlook; and observations on UN peace keeping
with a focus on UNIFIL.

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GEOGRAPHICALINFORMATION SYSTEM (GIS)

The GIS Lab maintains a Geo-Spatial Database, wherein information and
customized maps, related to Natural, Political, Economic, Social and
Cultural aspects are stored and regularly updated, of countries around the
world, especially South Asia. Geographical data/information at different
administrative levels for each country---International boundary, State
boundary, District boundary and Wards boundary, transport and
communication networks, and other socio-economic information is
being downloaded and collected from the internet periodically. This year
the lab has started geo-referencing topographic maps related to the Indian
sub-continent, which are already stored in the GIS database for reference
purposes. Around 1,738 customized maps have been prepared till March
31, 2017, whereas 143 maps were prepared during April 01, 2016 to
March 31, 2017. These maps are being regularly used by the scholars for
their reference or for publication purposes. The lab is also providing basic
GIS training to interested scholars and interns, focusing on the basic
concepts of GIS and how to interpret as well as present geo-spatial data.
